[J During Home Release periods, the parent/guardian is fully responsible for the student's conduct, safety,
transportation, and location. The Washington County School District is not liable during these times.

[J Students registered for Home Release should not be on campus during those periods unless on official
school business, to avoid distracting others.

[J Students are advised to register for Home Release at the start or end of the day to avoid multiple trips

to and from school.
